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From the Pastor 

ñBehold, we go up to Jerusalem,ò Jesus said to His disciples, one of many 
roads on which we may confront Christ during this solemn season. Lent 
begins on The Road to Damascus , where life is given a new direction. 
 
On The Road to the Wilderness  the Holy Spirit leads us from baptism 
(Jesusô and our own) to confrontation with temptation. The prodigal son 
shows us the wisdom (and the necessity) of seeking The Road Home . 
 
The disciple Peter becomes a roadblock on The Road to Jerusalem , 
prompting Jesus to say, ñGet behind me, Satan!ò and invite us to take up 
the cross and follow. As the good Samaritan stopped on The Road to 
Jericho , so Jesus stops to care for us in our needs and teach us to ñdo 
likewise.ò 
 
The Bethany Road  leads to the home of Mary and Martha and the funeral 
of their brother Lazarus, and then on to Jerusalem for the Palm Sunday 
parade. 
 
These are the many ñRoadsò we will be discussing during our Midweek 
Lenten services for 2010. Most of us have travelled many roads in our 
lives; probably more miles than we could possible count, but what we get 
the chance to discover is the road the Lord has in store for us. 
 
Roads not only lead us places, it also brings us home. Good Shepherd is 
our church home where we get the chance to be with one another. A 
chance to celebrate our lives with one another. And a chance to hear the 
Word of God and participate in His body and blood in Holy Communion. 
 
I pray that God continue to bless your ñroadò as it 
leads you to the Cross of Christ and the empty 
tomb on Easter morning.
